| know from the conversation on Wednesday night,
in the small group | was leading, that the challenge
for all of us is our perspective. Is our perspective
"The Kingdom of Self" or "The Kingdom of God?"
How you answer or understand that perspective
determines how you see things. If you live with a
"Kingdom of Self" perspective, then you are living
with a focus on yourself and your own little world.
It is like the rich young ruler who, when asked to
make God a priority, he said "No." He went away
sad. Sad because he allowed the pull of the world
to keep him from "Breaking Free,"” and experiencing
true freedom found only in Jesus. He wanted to
follow, but the financial gravity of his own kingdom
held him down. For you and me, that might look
like credit card debt, or over spending, or
misplaced priorities in our budgeting. Whatever it
looks like for you, it keeps you from "Breaking
Free," from the financial gravity that holds you
back. It is a "Kingdom of Self" Perspective.

"The Kingdom of God" perspective allows you to see
above and beyond the immediate circumstance in
your life. "The Kingdom of God" perspective allows
you to see that the world is greater and bigger than
you are, and it gives you an eternal perspective.
"The Kingdom of God" perspective offers different
values than the world offers and thus you can see
beyond your own little world, but you have to be
willing to seek out this "Kingdom of God"
perspective.

| hope you will come and explore this with me and
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with the rest of the worship team that has been
working to bring you this new sermon series. Now
understand, even though we are talking about
financial gravity that may be holding you back, it
also applies to how financial gravity holds you back
from worshipping, bible study, serving, and
spiritual understanding. If you will come and
participate over the next four weeks with an open
mind and heart, | know God will help you come to
see more clearly a "Kingdom of God" perspective.
